Fashion
Fashion and clothing is very important for people from the very begging. People in ancient times wore clothes against cold, frost, rain and later clothes became sign of people status. They became more comfortable and were made from finer (jemnejších) materials.
In previous centuries women's and men's clothes are totally different than now. People easily recognised woman from man. Women wore(nosili) long skirts, long hair and even veils (závoje), which covered their head. Men were very similar than now, they wore(nosili) trousers, shirts and jackets. Children wore similar clothes like their parents.
Half of the nineteenth century was very important in clothing. At the time people invented sewing machine and they began made mass production of clothes. Ready-made clothes were cheap and people lower social classes could buy clothes more often than now.In the twentieth century people's clothing changed rapidly. Women and men began wore very similar clothes and trousers are neccessary for the women. Women and men have hair same lenght (podobnej dĺžky). Now men even wear scarves, earrings and other accessories (príslušenstvo) like women.
People have different attitudes to fashion. For some people is clothing vital, important (životne dôležité) and they go to the fashion shows, follow fashion magazines like a Elle, Bazar, Vouge in abroad. Slovak people follow magazines like Eva, Ema, Miau and other.
Still better (napriek všetkému) people need clothes, because weather is changeable. Wardrobe of people in generally consists of summer clothes (such as short skirts, T-shirt, swimming-costume) and winter clothes for example winter coat, furcoat (kožuch). And people, which have serious or important job must wear elegant clothes.
A woman wardrobe consists of underwear (spodné prádlo) – bras, undershirts (tielka), panties, stockings, socks, corset. Next woman wardrobe consists of pyjamas, bathrobes (župany), skirts and blouses, mini, short, middle and long skirts for many opporunities to wear, jumpers, cardigans (svetre), several pair of trousers and jeans, jackets, one or two elegant suit (elegantné kostýmy), an anorak, a furcoat and so on. Women have accessories in matching (vhodný) colours e. g. shoes, boots, handbags, scarfs, gloves, hats and jewelleries such as earrings, rings, arm bracelets. A woman's summer wardrobe consists of short skirt or mini skirt, short dress and T-shirts, swimming suits. For special occasions womer wear coctail dresses or long evening dresses, high-heeled shoes (topánky na vysokých opätkoch) and silver or gold, white gold jewelleries such as earrings, necklaces...
Men's wardrobe is simpler than women's wardrobe. A man' s wardorbe consists of underwear ( undershirts - tielka, underpants – spodky) several pairs of socks, trousers and pile of shirts (hromada tričiek), several suits – niekoľko oblekov, an anorak, a trench coat – nepremokavý kabát, a raincoat and a winter coast. Men also wear accessories (príslušenstvo) in matching colours like shoes, boots (topánky), ties (kravaty), gloves (rukavice), hats or caps – (klobúky al. čiapky), belts and hankerchiefs. For special occasions men wear dark suits, a white shirt, shoes and a tie or a bowtie(motýlik) and sometimes even a dinner jacket (frak).People wear for sport events jeans with T – shirt, and they wear comfortable clothes. At home they wear very casual clothes such as a free T – shirt, slippers (papuče) and other casual clothes.The dress can be mad of – traditional natural materials such as cotton, wool, linen, silk and man-made (vyrobený človekom) fibres (vlákna).Nowadays is fashion very important mainly for popular people. The most popular fashion designers are or were Versace, Gucci, Dolce and Gabana, Calvin Klein, Kenzo, Chanel and so on. It is very good business but it is very difficult be successful. A lot of people watch fashion shows on TV because for their it is very good relax.

Gianni Versace, one of the famous fashion designer was born in Reggio Calabria in 1946. His career started when he was 25 years old, when he decided to move to Milan to work as a fashion designer.
We can divided fashion into several styles:
· retro style

· sport style

· elegant style

· work style

· school style

Fashion connects with dye our hair, get piercing done or tatto, and other similar think. Fashion of young people can be amazing but sometimes very nasty. Big fashion shows are more frequent in the cities like Paris, because it is said that, Paris is city of Fashion, in New York, Milan...It is very expensive buy clothes from fashion designers, but clothes are very beautiful and unique.We know a lot of models like Cindy Craford, Claudia Schiffer, Kate Moss, Naomi Cambell and other. Fashion concerns not only clothes but also hairstyle, shoes, handbags, gloves, belts, hats, jewellery or glasses.
-  Geography, climate, poverty and wealth are factors that have influenced the style of clothing. 
 Materials
There are also a variety of materials the dress can be made of. The traditional natural materials are: cotton, wool, linen, velvet, flannel and silk. Nowadays there is a vast collection of new fabrics based on man-made fibres. But everybody usually looks for first class, washable, non-iron, colourfast, crease- and shrink-resistant fabric. Their design can be plain or patterned (flowered, geometric, striped, checked, dotted or spotted).
The way we dress/put on also depends on our taste, mood, season and occasion.
 Summer dressing
In summer we wear light summer dresses such as: loose blouses with a low neckline and with short sleeves or without sleeves, shorts or Bermuda shorts and of course various T-shirts. Today cotton T-shirts decorated with labels, embroidery or printing enjoy the greatest popularity. On our feet we put on sandals, slippers or sneakers/trainers. When we go swimming we put on a swimming suit (one-piece or two-piece) and sometimes we take a straw hat.
 Winter dressing
In winter we need to wear something warm, e.g. suits, trousers, jeans, cardigans, polo neck sweater, anorak and parkas, winter coats and jackets, sometimes even a fur coat, gloves or mittens, caps, hats, scarf and winter boots of course. 
Dressing on special occasions:
 -  When we go to a concert or to the theatre we should be dressed properly. We wear an evening dress, which consists of a dark suit, a light shirt and a tie, sometimes an evening gown and pumps.
 
-  For sports we put on sports wear, such as jeans, shorts, T-shirts, parkas, track-suit and sport shoes (sneakers /trainers)
 
At home we like to feel comfortable, and so we prefer leisure wearing - jeans, tracksuit, T-shirts of different colours, sweatshirt with hood and on our feet slippers 
 For cleaning, to the garden or workshop we must put on an apron or overalls
Uniforms
 Special kinds of clothes are uniforms. Uniforms are worn particularly by professionals such as the police, health workers, and the army and sometimes by the workers of a certain firm. It is still a tradition in some schools in Britain to wear a school uniform. A boy’s uniform usually consists of a white shirt and grey or dark trousers and a dark sweater or blazer. The boys don’t mind wearing uniforms but on the other hand the girls hate wearing them. In their opinion the uniforms aren’t comfortable and fashionable at all. A girl’s uniform consists of a plain jacket, a blouse and a skirt in some dark colours, such as grey, navy blue or brown.
 The argument for uniforms is that they prevent competition among the girls and hide differences in family incomes.
