Symbols of America: he White House, the flag, the Washington Monument, the Lincoln Memorial, the US Capitol, the Liberty Bell, Mount Rushmore, Statue of Liberty.
NY is the largest city in the USA and one of the largest and most fascinating cities ofthe world. More than 8 million people live in the central area and if the whole metropolitan area is counted, there is about 18 million people counted. 
It is an important seaport, with a good connection with inland; the largest business, industrial and cultural centre of the USA and it is also the centre of the art world, the media world, the theatre world, and the fashion world. 

There are 5 parts in NY which are called boroughs: 

1. Manhattan – the real centre of NY 

2. Staten Island – there are a lot of lakes and trees, not many people live there 

3. Brooklyn – has a famous beach – Coney Beach and a famous shipyard 

4. Queens – is the largest borough and a lot of visitors arrive there if they fly because there is the most important airport (one of 3 airports in NY) – the John F.Kennedy International Airport 

5. The Bronx – is the only borough on the mainland, all others are on islands; there are a lot of parks and the Bronx ZOO – one of the largest in America

The Statue of Liberty
It is situated on Liberty Island and it has become a symbol of both freedom and democracy. The statue also commemorates French-American friendship.
NY has more than 65 bridges; The Brooklyn Bridge is the longest in the world; The George Washington Bridge is the only bridge over the

Empire State Building – it has 102 stories and a TV tower at the top. It was the highest building in the world until 1954 and it was also called ”the eighth wonder of the world”.

Rockefeller Center on Fifth Avenue. It is a large business and entertainment complex of 21 buildings. There are about 30 restaurants, a lot of shops, TV studios and exhibition halls. Visitors can admire its garden and skating rink.   

Times Square is the centre of the theatre district and there are also fashionable restaurants. NY has more than 50 universities and Colleges
Los Angeles (California)- Located: California, USA, known for Hollywood, the centre of film industry. Here we can admire Disneyland, opened in 1955, the park opened by Walt Disney
WASHINGTON
Washington DC is the capital of the USA. Here we can find the most important buildings in the USA:
-  The White House – the seat of the President
-  The Capitol – the seat of Congress (the federal government of the US)
-  The Pentagon – the centre of military forces
The US flag
The US national flag is known as the „ Stars and Stripes“. It has 13 white and red stripes in memory of the 13 original states that formed the USA in 1776. In that year they got their independence from Britain. There are also 50 white stars in a blue field in the upper left corner. They represent the 50 states of the union.
Federation of 50 states, 1 capital city- Washington DC, The largest state is Alaska and Texas. Fifty states – California, Nevada, Texas, Colorado, Nebraska, South and Norh Calorina, Tennessee, Soth and North Dakota,Utah, Florida,Kansas, Alabama, Louisina,New Mexico, Kansas, 

Nationalities: natives minority (Indians)- / imigrants- majority(Spanish, French, Dutch, Italian, Chinese, black people). 1st colony in Jamestown.

Discovered by Columbus in 1492 July the 4th 1776- Declaration of Independence government: head of state is president years, 2nd election 

senate- liberals, conservatives

Part of Commonwealth- in 1770 explored by James Cook and predicated as british colony; firstly settled with British prisoners 

Government: head of state is Elisabeth the 2nd- constitutional monarchy with head governor

As first separated from Pangea- unique animals and plants (kangaroos, koala bears, platypus, dingo;eucalyptus)

Population: ancestors of prisoners,immigrants,Aborigines-black people almost killed

People live on the coast,mainland are deserts, Australia is allocated in south-east from Asia. The Indian Ocean is in the west andin the  south the Pacific Tasmania lies 240 km south.


the Opera House: most famous building in the world,this building was built by Danish architect, it looks like a sail in the wind. It takes 16 years to build performances, concerts, theatres
New Zealand consists of two large islands (North and South Island) in south-west Pacific Ocean Nearest are Australia (on west), Fiji, Tonga on north. Its area is about 269 000 sq. km. Each of two main islands is mainly hilly and mountainous, the highest peak is Mount Cook (3764 m). The coast consists of fertile plains, especially the large Canterbury Plains on South Island. A volcanic plateau is in the centre of North Island. South Island has glaciers and 15% peaks over 3 000 m. The climate is quite pleasant. There is a lot of sun and it often rains there. Summers are not too hot and the winters are mild.
