Great Britain is situated on the British Isles lying off the northwest coast of Europe. It is bordered by the Atlantic Ocean on the northwest, north and southwest, and is separated from the European continent by the North Sea, and the English Channel. On the west, the Irish sea and North Channel separate Great Britain from Ireland. The country has a mild and rainy climate, determined by the warm current of the Gulf Stream. The prevailing winds are south-westerly. Rain is regularly distributed throughout the year. The population of Great Britain is more than 55 million people. It is one of the most densely populated countries in the world. The largest cities of Great Britain are London, Birmingham, Glasgow, Liverpool, Manchester, Sheffield, Bristol, Leeds and Edinburgh. Great Britain comprises England, Wales, Scotland, Northern Ireland, the Isle of Man and the Channel Islands. It includes four nations: English, Scottish, Welsh and Irish people difer sometimes in their way of life, customs, values and traditions.

ENGLAND 
England occupies the largest, southern part of Great Britain. The southwest and west are largely plains, hills, and moors. The principal mountains are The Pennines, running form the N. Midlands to the Scottish border, the Cornish Heights in the southwest, The Cheviot Hills, lying on the border between England and Scotland, and the Cumbrian mountains in the Lake District. The east is mainly and open, cultivated plain. England has about 47 million inhabitants in 50 000 square miles. The country is divided into 39 counties. Lancashire, Yorkshire, Warwickshire, Hampshire, Kent, Cheshire, Durham, Essex and Sussex are the largest and the most populated.

WALES 

Wales is a largely mountainous country bounded on the north and west by the Irish Sea and on the south by the Bristol Channel. In the east it has its land boundary with England. Wales is famous for its long rivers, big lakes and high hills in the north of the country. The whole area of Wales can be divided into three regions – the Welsh Massif, the industrial South Wales and the Welsh borderland. The population of Wales is about 2.600.000 people. The majority of people live in the coal-mining and industrial region of the south around Cardiff, the capital of Wales, and Swansea.

SCOTLAND 
Scotland, situated to the north of England, also includes Orkneys, Shetlands, Herbrides and other islands. It is more than half as big as England. 

It can be divided into three parts: the Highlands, the Lowlands and the Southern uplands. The most beautiful part of Scotland is the region known as the Highlands, The highest peak is Ben Nevis, 1.380 metres high. The most famous lakes are Loch Lomond and Loch Ness where the mythical monster lives. There are four big cities in Scotland – Glasgow, Edinburgh, Dundee and Aberdeen. Edinburgh the ancient capital of Scotland, is one of the most beautiful cities in the world. It has become the international centre of music and drama and is famous for its annual festival – the Edinburgh International Festival of Music and Drama.

NORTHERN IRELAND 

Northern Ireland (known also Ulster) occupies the northern fifth of Ireland. It is a part of Great Britain. Northern Ireland has a population of over 1.500.000 people. They speak English. Nearly half a million live in Belfast, the capital. Ireland had long been connected to Britain but the Irish Republic became independent in 1922 and Northern Ireland remained a part of Great Britain.The Irish Republic is also known as Eire. It is almost totally Catholic. Approximately two-thirds of the population of Northern Ireland is Protestant and a minority Roman Catholic. The life of people and the politics of Northern Ireland are dominated by religious and economic problems.
Where is Northern Ireland situated?
Stonhenge- is situated The world famous Stonehenge is situated around 90 miles west from Central London and is well within a comfortable day trip, either by organised tour or independent means.
The nearest town with good public transport and facilities is Salisbury, a medieval cathedral city. Worth a visit in its own right. It is megalithic monument dating from about 2200 B.C. The ruins consist of two stone circle and two horseshoes. The ruins stand in the centre of huge circle 98 m in diameterformed by a bank and ditch/kanál/ deep about 2.1 m. The upright stones in the outer circle were joinedby a continuous line of , which lay on the top of the upright stones

London – is the capital of England and UK. It lies on the river Thames, almost 7 million people live there and about 12 million in its counrbation. London is the seat of the monarch, the Parliament, the Government, It also contains many important museums, galleries, theatres, historical buildings and parks.London is known as the port, there are five airports- Heathrow, Gatwick, Stansted. There is a rail connectiont of all parts of the island, trains for continent depart from Victoria and Liverpool street Stations, the bussiest place for bus traffic is Trafalgar Square, black taxi,coaches are buses for long distances, which depart from Victoria Station.The London Underground- tube is the oldest inthe world- very cheap transfer

The City- Tower of London- is the capital  top turistic attraction. Fortress was build by William the Conquerorin in 11 century. Now i tis museum of weapons, the Crown Jewels. 

Next to the Tower stands Tower Bridge, the famous bridge of London which is raised in the middle to allow ships pass up the river. Built in 1894, it takes 90 seconds to raise. 

ST. Paul s Cathedral- was build by Christopher Wren in 1711, 35 yearsit is buit in the baroque stylethe second largest church in the world after St. Peter s in Rome.

The City of Westmister- The Houses of Parliament are the political centre of UK, the seat of Parliament, consist of the House of Lords –is a gothic hall, decorated in red

Big Ben- Big Ben, the nickname of the Great Bell housed within/vnútri/ the Clock Tower of the Palace of Westminster, in London, United KingdomThe Clock Tower is the world's largest four-faced, chiming /bijúce/ clock. The structure is situated at the north-eastern end of the Houses of Parliament building in Westminster, London. It is often referred to as Big Ben — which is actually the nickname of the main bell (formally known as the Great Bell) housed within the Clock Tower.[1]

Near the Houses of Parliament is Westmister Abbey, is the most important church in the country, where monarchs are crowded and heroes burried, 

Buckimgham Palace- not far from the Houses of Parliament,the London home of the kings and queens, built in1703, outside B.P the Changing of the guard take place. Buckingham Palace is the official London residence of the British monarch.[1] The palace is a setting for state occasions and royal entertaining, and a major tourist attraction.

Trafalgar Square is a square in London, England that commemorates the Battle of Trafalgar (1805), a British naval victory of the Napoleonic Wars.In the middle of the square is Nelson s Column/ about 50 m high with a five meters tall statue of Horatio at the top. The Column is surrounded by two fountains, several other monuments to famous people

Shopping – Regent Street - famous shops are Liberty s and Hamley s, the best – known toy shops in the world.  

Bond Street – is famous for art galleries, antiques and jewellery shops

Picadilly – running from Picadilly Circus to Hyde Park, it is the place where you can buy sportswear or elegant ladies and menwear at Simpson s.

Oxford Street - is a major thoroughfare in London, England in the City of Westminster. With over 300 shops, it is Europe's busiest shopping street, as well as the most dense.[1]
Soho- spectacular/veľkolepé/shopping and entertaiment area where you can find many Chinese, Indian and Italian restaurants, a few famous theatres, cafés and bar, night life. 

Parks – St.James Park, Hyde Park- the most popular among tourist, Regent s Park- attractive gardens,lakes zoo.

Theatre – The National Theatre, The Olivier Theatre, the Old Vic- the oldest theatre

Museums and galleries- the British museum and the British Library with more than 11 millionprinted books, The Natural History Museum, The Victoria and albert Museum/fine art/, the Science Museum, geological museum, madame Tussaud s – contains wax figure of famous and infamous people.

Schools- London University, City University, London Polytechnic School, London Business School, Royal College of Art, Royal Naval College

Sports- Wembley – football stadium, Wimbledon- is the scene of the famous Wimbledon Tennis Championships, Ascot – horse racing, near Windsor
