The flag of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is sometimes called the Union Jack. This red, white, and blue flag was first used in 1801. The flag of the UK is a combination of the flags of England (the cross of St. George), Scotland (the cross of St. Andrew), and Ireland (the cross of St. Patrick). 
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Great Britain is situated on the British Isles lying off the northwest coast of Europe. It is bordered by the Atlantic Ocean on the northwest, north and southwest, and is separated from the European continent by the North Sea, and the English Channel.The climate is rainy and wet. The population of Great Britain is about 60 million people. It is one of the most densely populated countries in the world. The largest cities of Great Britain are London, Birmingham, Glasgow, Liverpool, Manchester, Sheffield, Bristol, Leeds and Edinburgh. Great Britain comprises:  England, Wales, Scotland, Northern Ireland,. It includes four nations: English, Scottish, Welsh and Irish people differ sometimes in their way of  life, customs, values and traditions. 
The capital of England is London. – is the capital of England and UK. It lies on the river Thames, almost  7 million. London is the seat of the monarch, the Parliament, the Government, It also contains many important museums, galleries, theatres, historical buildings and parks.London is known as the port, there are five airports- Heathrow, Gatwick, Stansted. There is a rail connectiont of all parts of the island, trains for continent depart from Victoria and Liverpool street Stations, the bussiest place for bus traffic is Trafalgar Square, black taxi, coaches are buses for long distances, which depart from Victoria Station.The London Underground- tube is the oldest inthe world- very cheap transfer.
  Geography: Britain can be devided  into 2 main regions : Highland and Lowland of Britain. Highland  is situated in the whole Scotland, Lake District in England, whole Wales. The highest peaks are : Ben Nevis in Scotland (1342 m = 4406 ft) and Snowdon in Wales (1085 m = 3560 ft). Lowland of Britain consists of a rich plains.
Rivers : The most important rivers of England are the Thames, the Trent, the Severn. Britain is rich in waterways. 
Lakes : There is Lake District in england. Lakes in Scotland are called Loch. The best known is Loch Ness for its mysterious monster. 
ENGLAND –is industrial country, The most important industries : engineering, mining, textile industry., Birmingham – centre of car industry, engineering Manchester, Leeds – textile industry 
Newcastle – the best coal is found around this town London – capital, important port 
Oxfod and Cambridge – 2 oldest universities, famous for its first class education. Oxford has 34 colledges and about 12 000 students, amny of them from other countries. 
West of England is rich farming country.
Scotland: Scotland 
Is a hilly country. It inclues Orkneys, Shetlands, Hebrides. 
It is known for its fishing, shipbuilding. It is a land of mountains, lakes and romantic castles. Farmers keep sheep and there are many small factories which make fine sweaters from their wool. Scotish people are very proud on their heritage and culture.

The West End has everything from chic shops, theatres, great parks, the famous Trafalgar Square, Westmister- Parliament, Buckingham Palace 
The City: Tower of London- is the capital  top turistic attraction.,fortress,Tower Bridge,  ST. Paul s Cathedral,
The city of Westmister- The Houses of Parliament are the political centre of UK, Westmister Abbey – church, Buckimgham Palace- not far from the Houses of Parliament,the London home of the kings and queens, built in1703, Buckingham Palace is the official residence of the British monarch. 
Trafalgar Square is a square in London, England that commemorates the Battle of Trafalgar (1805), a British naval victory of the Napoleonic Wars.In the middle of the square is Nelson s Column/ about 50 m high with a five meters tall statue of Horatio at the top. The Column is surrounded by two fountains, several other monuments to famous people

Shopping – Regent Street - famous shops are Liberty s and Hamley s, the best – known toy shops in the world.  

Bond Street – is famous for art galleries, antiques and jewellery shops

Picadilly – running from Picadilly Circus to Hyde Park, it is the place where you can buy sportswear or elegant ladies and menwear at Simpson s.
Oxford Street - is a major thoroughfare in London, England in the City of Westminster. With over 300 shops, it is Europe's busiest shopping street, as well as the most dense. 
Soho- spectacular/veľkolepé/shopping and entertaiment area where you can find many Chinese, Indian and Italian restaurants, a few famous theatres, cafés and bar, night life. 
Parks – St.James Park, Hyde Park- the most popular among tourist, Regent s Park- attractive gardens, lakes zoo.
Theatre – The National Theatre, The Olivier Theatre, the Old Vic- the oldest theatre
Museums and galleries- the British museum and the British Library with more than 11 millionprinted books, The Natural History Museum, The Victoria and Albert Museum/fine art/, the Science Museum, geological museum, madame Tussaud s – contains wax figure of famous and infamous people.
Schools- London University, City University, London Polytechnic School, London Business School, Royal College of Art, Royal Naval College
Sports- Wembley – football stadium, Wimbledon- is the scene of the famous Wimbledon Tennis Championships, Ascot – horse racing, near Windsor
Other Places of interest in England- Oxford, Cambridge- university cities, Stradford-upon Avon- is the birthplace of William Shakeaspere
