Man and society

Social problems: There are many social problems: - Alcoholism – alkoholizmus - Drugs and drug addiction – drogy a drogová závislosť - Homelessness - bezdomovectvo- Criminality and violence – kriminalita a násilie- Poverty – chudoba 
 Living in society requires following certain rules of behaviour. Diffrent rules are followed at home, at work, or at social events/ dinners wedding, greeting,table manners, 
Give short information  about Brittish classes...
British society is considered to be divided into three main groups.
Upper class people own several homes, studied at Eton or other public schools, work as judges, company directors, eat caviar, smoked salmon and drink champagne, spend their free time going to opera or ballet, play polo, spend their holidays in Orient countries.
Middle class people own semi-detached or detached houses, have grammar school and university education(Oxford,Cambridge), work as teachers, bank managers, doctors, have hobbies like skiing, tennis, sailing, cricket or golf, eat health food (wholemeal bread, avocado, pasta), and spend their holidays in France or Tuscany.
The working class finish comprehensive schools and technical colleges, work as shop assistants, miners or factory workers, live in council houses, eat fish and chips, chinese and indian food, play football, darts or bingo, pake package holidays, spend their free time watching soap operas or drinking in pubs.
- Say how can help people in need...
People in need are given social benefits, unemployment and invalid pensions and benefits and also children’s allowances. We can be charity volunteering. Charities try to look after these cases too. They help people after diseases, earthquakes or floods. They provide them food, clothes, blankets and also money.
Toys for children in foster home, clothes and food for homeless...
We can help blind people when choosing the road.  We can help disorder people to get in the bus…
- Give some examples of various ways of breaking laws- criminal acts. 
Our society is based on habits and rules and breaking the law is officially punished and people can go to the prison. People commit different crimes such as killing, stealing, shop- lifting, pick – pocketing, different robberies, there’s also home crime, bullying, rapes, black mailing or kidnapping.
For different crime people are given different punishments. The most common are fines, then people are sent to the prison and the top of everything is capital punishment, which is not allowed in most countries. Young people which are not at the age more than 18 have to be reeducated for their crime.  
Crime 
1. not so serious: stealing, shoplifting (kradnúť v obchode)/thief – is a person who steal especially secretly
2. very serious: murder – úmyselná vražda /is the unlawful / protiprávne/ killing, with of another person/
  kidnapp – únos ľudí /a kidnapper is a person who has taken someone by force and is demanding money for his/her/
  robbery- lúpež /taking of the property of another from his or her person or in his or her against his or her will, by violence or intimidation/zastrašovanie/
/burglary – vlámania/ illegal entry into a building for the purposes of committing an offence/priestupok/ by force
  hijack – únos lietadla - hijack an aircraft
  mugging – prepadnutie na ulici /is stealing money or property from banks, shops, trains, We often use force., a type of  street robbery
  manslaughter – neúmyselná vražda  /is a legal term for the killing of a human being, in a manner considered by law as less culpable /vina/ than murder unintentional/neumýselná vražda/
 Good manners start at home. At home and also in society people should/should not:
- a man and his wife should not argue in front of their children because they give a bad example to them => people shouldn’t argue in public – they should say their opinions politely. If people argue, they should do it in private.
- We shouldn’t talk when other people are talking – it is polite to wait until they say what they want to say and then we can give our opinion politely.
- We should greet our guests when they come for a visit to our house – we should say “hello” -  we should offer them a cup of coffee or something to drink, offer a snack and so on.
- We should answer if somebody greets us (when somebody says “Good morning”, “Hello”) –  a man should greet a woman first, a younger person should greet the older person first.
- We should say “please” and “thank you” often  - We shouldn’t make comments about disabled people, racial comments…
- If we make a mess, we should tidy it up – we shouldn’t throw rubbish on the street…- We should apologize when we make a mistake => we should say:- I’m sorry. – Prepáč/te. Je mi to ľúto.- I apologize. – Ospravedlňujem sa.
- Excuse me, could you ...– Prepáčte, mohli by ste... (ak niekoho vyrušíme pri nejakej činnosti) => for example: Excuse me, could you tell me the time, please?- Pardon? – Prepáčte? (ak nerozumieme alebo potrebujeme, aby niekto niečo zopakoval, pretože sme ho nepočuli alebo neporozumeli.)
When we travel:
- we should let older or disabled people and pregnant women or mothers with young children sit down
- we shouldn’t smoke or drink on the bus / train …
- we shouldn’t be noisy – listen to loud music, laugh too loudly, make loud phone calls because it disturbs other passengers
- we shouldn’t argue with other passengers 
 Table manners:
- we shouldn’t spit out the food - we shouldn’t talk when our mouth is full of food- we should use a knife and a fork for eating- when we are in a restaurant, we shouldn’t be noisy
3. Children can learn how to behave well:
a)  at home – parents should give their children a good example at home. They must look after them and teach them what is good and what is bad. They shouldn’t let them do everything their children want to do. They should talk to them and explain if they have a problem. Sometimes parents punish their children but the punishment should always be adequate.
b) At school – teachers must also give students a good example. At school students can have lectures organized by the school about how to behave on a bus/a train, in a restaurant, when we go to a party…
c)  At special institutions – some institutions organize courses where people can learn how to behave well in society – how to eat, drink, talk politely, how to ask woman for a dance and so on…
Greetings: In Europe younger people greet older, man greets woman, children greet adults. People in North America are much less formal in their greetings. 
Meetings: When we meet someone for the first time, we shake hands. Friends kiss on both cheeks when they meet or say goodbye.
Role models and ideals

Every human being is a unique  personality having a lot in common with other people but also being different from other people. What we have in common is the fact that we are born, live our individual life and when our life comes to end, we die.
As individuals we have different personal qualities which sometimes cause problems, because we have both positive and negative qualities.
Some of us are friendly, tolerant, hard-working, generous and alway ready to help those people who need it. It is said that modern society makes people lazy, self-centred, intolerant and selfish.
Every person is influenced by other people during his/her life. We watch how people behave in different situations and we copy positive but also negative qualities. Especially children and young people have many role models. We can talk about:
 Idols can be:parents, family members, war hero, people who have difficult or challenging jobs- rescures, fire- fighters, soldiers, doctors, celebrities, pop stars, sportsman, fictional heroes,
- Family role models – the first models were our parents, brothers, sisters and grandparents. They are important to us because: 
-  they teach us to be friendly, polite /polite = slušný/
-  they help us to learn how to solve problems /= riešiť problémy/
-  we learn how to get on well with people /= vychádzať s ľuďmi/
-  from our family members we learn many positive but also negative qualities – we learn to compromise, to cooperate, to help other people, but also to envy, to be selfish and so on.
- School role models – they are our schoolmates, teachers and other people we meet at school
- Celebrity role models – most teenagers look for role models outside their families or their school. Teenagers love music, cinema and sport, so singers, film stars and famous sportsmen influence them. They try to imitate them – their clothes, hairstyle, lifestyle, behaviour. Celebrities influence young people positively, but also negatively. a) Positive influence is: 
-  they use their talent
-  some celebrities behave well and politely
-  they work hard and are successful
-  they can teach young people important moral principles = for example they work for charity, help poor people and so on.
b) Negative influence is:
-  many celebrities use drug and alcohol and become addicted
-  some celebrities have bad behaviour – they are vulgar, rude
-  they do not respect people around them
-  they think that they are better than other people but it isn’t true
-  they try to make profit in every situation

- Literary role models – heroes from books and literature. They usually represent positive moral qualities to follow.
- Everyday heroes – examples of positive role models: Mother Teresa – she was awarded the Nobel Prize for Peace in 1972 – she looked after poor people and she did it for free. Bill Gates and his wife Melinda created a foundation to save the poorest people from illnesses. 
 / doctors, fire - fights
It is very important for young people to have role models because childhood and adolescence it the time when people learn and pick the most of the qualities which they use later in their lives. If there are positive role models, young people learn how to be polite, tolerant, helpful. They will become people who will try to make the world a better place. 
On the other hand, if young people are influenced by negative role models, they become rude, selfish, stubborn and there will be more robberies, murders, rapes and crime in the streets.
