Multicultural society
includes people from several different cultures, people of different colours, nationalities, languages, beliefs and customs live together in one community. People have different skin colour, facial features, hair . They live on the various  geographical places.They are Americans, Europeans, Asians, Australians. 
PROS: we learn about different ways of life, breaking down of barriers between ethnic groups, better understanding of another cultures, religions… Living in a multicultural society brings us new cuisines, clothes, language, art, music, literature, customs, beliefs,enriches people different experiences, support tolerance, mutual understanding, new friend, exchange experiences
CONS: cultural differences can lead to prejudice, discrimination, racism, some people think they are superior
Multiculturalism mans dual citizenship,use minority language. Assimilation is opposite of multiculturalism, what destroy the national sovereignty.
 MULTICULTURAL EDUCATION: works against racism and racial disadvantage in schools, when we learn about different way of life – it helps to break down barriers between ethnic groups which are caused by ignorance. It prepares children for living in a multiracial society by giving them an understanding and acceptance of the cultures and histories of different ethnic groups.
MULTICULTURALISM IN SLOVAKIA: in our country we are not used to people of different races and cultures, because until 1989 we were not an open society. It is changing: many foreigners with their customs and very different cultural backgrounds are coming to our country and we are getting used to the idea that it is very normal that people are of different skin colour. It could be quite beneficial for us because we learn something about their customs and traditions and we can share our culture with them. We are getting closer to tolerance which is explained as the disposition to be patient and fair towards those whose opinions and practices differ from our own. Apart from Slovaks, the territory is inhabited by over half a million Hungarians in the south of Slovakia, along with smaller groups like the Ruthenians in the east. One minority without a territory are the Romany. At present the country faces the problem of Vietnamese guest workers and helps the refugees from Albania and Ukraine to continue their immigration process in newly built asylum houses.

A new phenomenon has appeared in Slovak traditions. More and more women get married to men of different religion and colour. There is still a certain amount of prejudice, but most young people are tolerant, without any prejudice.

COSMOPOLITAN COUNTRIES AND CITIES:
AUSTRALIA: people from many different countries and continents, who brought their traditions, traditional meals and culture to their new homeland. They are respected by the majority society, they are proud of who they are and most of them love Australia. Big cities like Sydney or Melbourne have their China town; you can meet Indians, Pakistani or Lebanese, Thai, Japanese or people from Papua New Guinea. The customs and traditions are getting closer to each other sharing the best aspects of everything.
LONDON: In London the British from different parts of the country searching for jobs have settled down next door to Pakistanis or West Indians. Their children attend the same schools and grow up shoulder to shoulder.

NEW YORK: New York is as cosmopolitan as London but is not as mixed. Nationalities stay in their own areas, like the Russians in the Russian section, the Germans in the German section. Polish people settled down in a cosmopolitan district of Chicago. The area of a city where many Chinese people live and where you can find many Chinese shops and restaurants is called Chinatown. In cities such as San Francisco, New York and London the Chinatown street signs are in Chinese as well as English.

Ethnic minorities: may suffer racial disadvantage in a multi-ethnic society. Local authorities have adopted more antiracist laws. People have gone abroad to work for a time or to live somewhere permanently. America is a „melting pot“ of society and the most diverse nation in the world. However, people live their lives in homogenized communities composed of single races. Many people never learn or are taught the differences that divide and bring them together. They need to create an environment that promotes a geographically based multicultural education. The only way to help people tolerate each other is through education. 

. Holidays which are celebrated in English speaking countries.
There are many public holidays in the USA. The Independence Day is on 4-th July and it is an anniversary of signing the Declaration of Independence in 1776. It is celebration of separation and independence of American colonies from United Kingdom. Thanksgiving is on 4-th Thursday in November and firstly it was celebrated in 1621 as the expression of joy and happiness after the first successful harvest. Memorial Day (Veteran’s Day) is celebrated on 30-th of March. This day commemorates Americans who fought in wars for their country. Labour Day is celebrated on the first Monday in September to honour working people of America. Halloween is on the 31-th of October. This feast is mysterious and that’s why people are dressing themselves to the funny or scary costumes and trying to scare others. There are also holidays which have more family character. Easter is a typical spring holiday. Especially children like this holiday because the Easter Bunny brings them chocolate eggs and sweets. 

Christmas is a typical winter holiday. It is the occasion for meeting with relatives. On Christmas Eve the trees are decorated in families. Santa Claus comes on Christmas Day and people get and give presents to each other. On Christmas Day the traditional Christmas dinner is served. 
New Year’s Eve and New Year’s Day are also celebrates in the USA. People go to the parties to welcome the coming year. They make resolutions and promises and trying to keep them all the year.

Public holidays in Great Britain are called “Bank Holidays” because all the banks, offices and schools are closed. Good Friday is the Friday before Easter. It is the anniversary of Christ’s crucifixion. Easter Monday is celebrated with fireworks. Whit Monday (seven weeks after Easter) is a Christian festival celebrated in commemoration of the coming of the Holy Ghost. August Bank Holiday is the most popular summer holiday. In that time families can go to the seaside and spend long weekend there. Christmas is the most beautiful holiday of the year. Preparations for Christmas start many weeks before. Special Christmas decorations, lights and Christmas trees can be seen in the streets. On Christmas Eve British homes are already decorated with Christmas trees. In the morning of Christmas Day people get and give presents to each other. In the evening is the traditional Christmas dinner is served. It consists of filled turkey or duck and Christmas pudding afterwards. The 26-th of December is called Boxing Day. On this day boxes with presents are given to postmen and other people who do services to the household. New Year’s Eve and New Year’s Day are not public holidays in England. People go to work as usual. On New Year’s Eve most of them stay up till midnight to see New Year coming. Many go to parties. 
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
